1.    16-0501	Call to Order – Mayor Roll Call: Alderman Degenhardt. Alderman Hanley, Alderman Robey, Alderman Vanostrand, Alderman Walsh. Absent: Alderman Lange. 

2.    16-0502	Speakers from the Floor
· Fire Chief Joe Heim, 341 Gramercy. Has concerns about the requirement of Direct Deposit. Would have liked to have been given some time to present it to his staff. While not against having direct deposit, he feels that there should have been a larger time frame from announcing it, to incorporating it, along with a chance to take questions or concerns that his staff may have to the board. Would like to know if there could be an extension to the projected effective date in order for him to do this. Yes. 
· Alderman Hanley asked if this is an all or nothing, or if this would be a burden to Administration. City Manager Barklow explained that the reasoning for the Direct Deposit was to save money on the physical checks. The Direct Deposit was requested at a union negotiations meeting. This is not in the union contract. Council will discuss and make a formal decision at the next meeting. 

NEW BUSINESS:
3.    16-0503		Discussion and Possible Action Relating to Input on Transportation Issue in the City of East Dubuque / Mayor Welp, City Manager Barklow, Chandra Ravada
· Chandra Ravada of DMATS addressed council for general input regarding the DMAT Study. His company works closely with the DOT regarding federally eligible projects concerning public transportation, roadways, bike paths, Bridges, Recreational Trails, River Transportation, Safety Walking paths, Railroads, etc. The communities that make up the DMATS in Iowa are Dubuque, Asbury, Centralia, Durango, Sageville and Peosta. Included in this footprint are East Dubuque, JoDaviess County, Grant County WI, and Dubuque County, IA. Each area receives a certain amount of funding for federally approved projects that is then divided among each township. 
· Alderman Hanley suggested checking into Dip Street and HWY 35. The storm sewer pipe needs major renovations and is on a federal highway. He also mentioned the Hyacinth/Cherry Street Extension project. Mr. Ravada stated that everything was submitted aside from the ADA compliancy. City Manager Barklow stated that the ADA compliancy issue was due to grading issues for sidewalk and lighting installation.
· Other ideas relating to safety issues concerning the need of speed shields, cameras at the intersection off of the Julien Dubuque Bridge as well as the 4 way stop at the intersection of Hwy 35 and Menominee or any other equipment that may be needed. 
· Alderman Robey addressed the possibility of paving the public boat ramp parking lot, as this area is used as a place of Emergency Management as well as access to the River for emergency personnel.
· If there are any other ideas, or areas of concern, Mr. Ravada asks that they are forwarded to his office.


4.    16-0504		Discussion and Possible Action to Approve or Deny a Class C Liquor License for TJ’s Bent Prop, 780 Harbor Drive, East Dubuque, Illinois  /  Mayor Welp, City Manager Barklow
· East Dubuque City Code states that if a tenant’s utilities are past due, the Landlord is therefore responsible to bring the past due amount current. 
· Current amounts owed are $1455.05 and over $500.00 in late fees on the property. 
· There was a bill sent out in January to TJ addressed to the corporation for the grinder pump work and was paid. Another bill for more grinder pump work will be sent out soon.
· TJ addressed council stating that he personally owns the property in question, not his corporation that owns the business at 780 Harbor Drive. The tenant at the property that owes the past due bills has been evicted. The tenant was also allowed to make payments on the past due bills, and if he had known this was being allowed, he would have instructed the City to shut off the water.
· City Attorney Terry Kurt, stated that being as the Corporation does not own the rental property, and therefore should not be denied renewal of liquor licensing due to this matter.
· A motion was made by Alderman Walsh to make an agreement for TJ to pay $250 per month on the account for 771 Harbor Drive until paid off and payable on the 1st of the month letter of understanding to be included, seconded by Alderman Degenhardt, 5 ayes, motion carried. Absent: Alderman Lange.

5.    16-0505		Discussion and Possible Action to Approve Video Gaming License for Additional Game at Van’s Liquor Store, 480 Sinsinawa Ave., and The Otherside, 68 Sinsinawa Ave., East Dubuque, Illinois  / Mayor Welp, City Manager Barklow
· Van’s Liquor Store and The Otherside have both obtained an additional Gaming machine and are in need of additional licenses for these machines.
· Motion made by Alderman Walsh to Approve Video Gaming License for Additional Game at Van’s Liquor Store, 480 Sinsinawa Ave., and The Otherside, 68 Sinsinawa Ave., East Dubuque, Illinois, seconded by Alderman Robey, 5 ayes, motion carried. Absent: Alderman Lange.

6.    16-0506		Discussion and Possible Action to Approve and Authorize the Mayor to Sign the Agreement Between the City of East Dubuque, Illinois and Local Union No. 120 and Letter of Agreement / Mayor Welp, City Manager Barklow
· Civil Service Committee has met several times in conjunction with Local Union No. 120 in regards to the contract. 
· Alderman Hanley stated that he feels good about the agreements made in the new contract and feels that it portrays the value the City has for their employees. Some of the topics in the contract included lowering of comp time and a 2.5% raise.
· Motion made by Alderman Degenhardt to Approve and Authorize the Mayor to Sign the Agreement Between the City of East Dubuque, Illinois and Local Union No. 120, seconded by Alderman Hanley, 5 ayes, motion carried. Absent: Alderman Lange.

7     16-0507		Discussion and Possible Action to Pass an Ordinance Establishing the Sewer Utilities Capital Improvements Fund, City of East Dubuque, Illinois / Mayor Welp, City Manager Barklow   ROLL CALL
· The Utility Committee met and decided to propose adding a $2.50 charge to each account every month. This charge is to be allocated for funds needed for purchasing equipment, capital improvements to facilities, land acquisition, grant matching funds, major repairs to equipment, making payments on lease/purchase debt agreements or similar debt instruments and other qualifying capital improvement expenditures for the City of East Dubuque’s Sewer Utilities.
· This year, a new roof needs to be installed on the waste water treatment plant. It is leaking, and leaking onto electrical components within the facility. The sewer account for the utility billing is on a break-even/losing basis. With the addition of this fee, the generated revenue will be $24,540 per year and would therefore pay for the cost of replacing the roof. This fee would be a flat fee, and not based on the amount used.
· Motion made by Alderman Walsh to Pass an Ordinance Establishing the Sewer Utilities Capital Improvements Fund, City of East Dubuque, Illinois, seconded by Alderman Vanostrand, 5 ayes, motion carried. ROLL CALL: Alderman Degenhardt. Alderman Hanley, Alderman Robey, Alderman Vanostrand, Alderman Walsh. Absent: Alderman Lange.

8.    16-0508		Discussion and Possible Action to Pass an Ordinance Establishing a Public Ways and Property Improvement Fee, City of East Dubuque, Illinois / Mayor Welp, City Manager Barklow  ROLL CALL
· The Utility Committee is proposing an ordinance pertaining charging a fee in conjunction with the Sewer Utility fee to be allocated for Public Ways and Property Improvements. This ordinance fee will be categorized on the semimonthly utility bills. These funds will be used to repair curbs, gutters, road repair, maintenance and storm water retention. This will be billed to everyone that uses the City’s system.
· Motion made by Alderman Degenhardt to Pass an Ordinance Establishing a Public Ways and Property Improvement Fee, City of East Dubuque, Illinois, seconded by Alderman Walsh, 5 ayes, motion carried. ROLL CALL: Alderman Degenhardt. Alderman Hanley, Alderman Robey, Alderman Vanostrand, Alderman Walsh. Absent: Alderman Lange.

9.    16-0509		Discussion and Possible Action to Pass a Resolution to Authorize an Amendment to Intergovernmental Agreement for the Operation of an Enterprise Zone / Mayor Welp, City Manager Barklow
· Barkau Group’s Collision Center of Freeport, IL. is adding an addition to their body shop and therefore is asking to add 0.7979 of an acre to the Enterprise zone.
· Motion made by Alderman Walsh to Pass a Resolution to Authorize an Amendment to Intergovernmental Agreement for the Operation of an Enterprise Zone, seconded by Alderman Robey, 5 ayes, motion carried. Absent: Alderman Lange.

11.   16-0511		Discussion and Possible Action to Authorize and Approve Request for Proposal of Highland Drive Water Tower Maintenance Project / Mayor Welp, City Manager Barklow 
· An RFP has been prepared for this project. Mark Jobgen, retired engineer, has agreed to review the RFP to make sure there are no changes that need to be made. Hopefully this project can be done in house in order to save some of the costs.
· Details of the work to be performed are to power wash the exterior, sand down any rust spots with a wire brush, spot prime and paint 1 coat of aluminum paint
· This is a preventative measure project, and there are a few other OSHA requirements that are to be addressed during the project as well.
· The cost of the project has been estimated at $49,000 to repair and Paint. This does not include the cost of the lettering saying East Dubuque. 
· The water tower has not been painted for over 25 years.
· Mayor Welp would like to see East Dubuque be painted back on the water tower after the repairs. 
· Decision to be made after Mr. Jobgen’s review of the RFP.

· City Manager Report:
· Well # 2 has been down. Larry Lions was contacted and upon his review, he found that the bowls on the bottom of the well is down to the brass, thus causing rusty water where the water sits on the bottom. The estimated cost is $26,000 to repair, but could potentially be $10,000 less if we sub $12,518 for equipment. The City has 3 wells, one of them was already replaced. The EPA is requesting all previous testing and samples to be performed again after the wells are replaced. The City does have the funds to complete this project in the water account.
